Grant Received

RPL has been successful in its application for a grant of $6,420 from the Saskatchewan Ministry of Advanced Education, Employment and Immigration through the Community Connections program. The program “supports the Ministry’s goal of newcomer integration by making funding available for the development of community projects that increase immigrants' sense of belonging in their community by actively engaging them in planning and delivery.”  RPL’s project, spear-headed by staff at the Glen Elm Branch, is a partnership with the Regina Open Door Society (RODS) to engage newcomers in the Dewdney East area of Regina in the planning and implementation of a community-led arts and culture program.
